a) Learners begin by completing the first column of following grid (adapted from Vandergrift, 2003, p. 429)

b) Learners listen to the text.  As they listen, they put a tick in the ‘première écoute’ column for any predictions that are confirmed, plus any confirming evidence.  Any predictions not heard, or contradicted, have a cross put against them.

c) Learners then work in pairs to discuss which of their predictions they think are correct and why.  They should identify any points of disagreement with their partner that they need to listen again to in order to check them further.

d) Learners listen a second time and note down in the ‘deuxième écoute’ column any further information gleaned from the passage, and what their final answer is

e) After this, the class discuss their answers and how they know, i.e. what evidence they have, how what they predicted differed from what they heard, and anything else they did that they found helpful. Where students have the ‘wrong’ answer, they discuss what led them to that answer.

f) The teacher pools these suggestions for how to verify predictions and adds them to the checklist on the board.  Give them a hard copy of the checklist below – any they suggest not on the checklist can be written in.

g) After the listening, the learners complete the final column, noting down what strategies they used that were helpful and the ones they are going to use again next time.
